Coaches Responsibilities:

General:
· Keeping Dugouts clean. Leave it better in condition than when you got there.

· Make sure that all players and parents are informed of important clinics, dates, summer league signups and fall baseball signups, etc.
· Pickup shirts and equipment
· All equipment is to be handed in immediately after the last game.

· Sportsmanship of the players, coaches and parents. The umpires are only kids and we need to make sure everyone understands that. If you have any trouble with anyone please ask for help from your coordinator or VP of your age group, so problems don’t persist or get worse than it needs to.

· Should represent your team at field cleanup day

· Need to make sure your team covers the date and time assigned for concession stand duty.

· Remind parents of field cleanup day April 10, 2010.

· Pickup pictures to hand out to players

· Inform parents of rules

· Have a player and parent meeting to go over philosophies

· Only distribute the team copy of the roster to players and parents. Coach copy has confidential information.

· If the team equipment becomes defective, let coordinators or VP of your age group so it can get replaced.
Facilities and Fields:
· Return all equipment to sheds and trailers that you take out to use.

· Make sure sheds and trailers are locked

· Last game of the day make sure the main gate is locked

· Away team rakes field prior to game (get a parent to help if need be)
· Home team lines field prior to game (get a parent to help if need be)
· Home team is responsible for raking pitcher’s mound after game weekday game and last game on Saturday(get a parent to help if need be)

· Away team is responsible for raking home plate mound after game weekday game and last game on Saturday(get a parent to help if need be)
· Home team put liners away so rain does cake up lime.

· Away team put rakes away.

· Do not unlock the centerfield gates. They are for emergency and field maintenance access .

· If there is a lock on a gate to the field. Unlock to get in and then lock to the fence so the  lock doesn’t walk and the n lock the gate after  the last game of the day.

· Field access and storage bin locks combination is 5112.
Instructional League:

· Teams are given one practice day a week for Farm League only and the team needs to use it.
· Away team of the first game during the weekdays and Saturdays take the equipment out of  storage bins at the field (get a parent to help if need be)
· Home team of the last game for T-Ball puts the on weekdays and Saturdays put the Tees in the storage bins. On Fridays the away team puts the tennis balls, whiffle balls and paddles away (get a parent to help if need be) because there is no game after
· Home team of the last game for Rookie during the weekdays and Saturdays put the equipment in the storage bins at the field.

AA, Majors and Babe Ruth League:

· Need to be at league tryouts for baseball in the first week of March.

· Need to be at all-star tryouts for all age groups in your league.

· Umpire the bases on weekday games every other week in your league

· Let the umpires call the game and help interpret the rules when needed
